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1. A Brief Outline of Assessment Coverage – Phase III 
 

The “Ensuring Children Learn Programme”, is a joint initiative between Government of Andhra 
Pradesh and Naandi foundation to improve quality of education in government primary and 
elementary schools in the state of Andhra Pradesh.  For its initiatives in government schools of 
Hyderabad (a few mandals mainly covering the old city area), Naandi is partnering with Educational 
Initiatives for understanding and assessing the quality of learning. About 285 schools of Hyderabad 
old city belonging to different mediums of instructions are covered under these initiatives. The 
intervention covers classes 1 to 5. The project is currently in the second year.  
 
This report covers the third phase of assessments done in October 2007, in which tests were 
administered to students from 75 Telugu medium, 66 Urdu medium schools, which were a part of 
the programme. Children from Class 2 to 5 were tested in language and mathematics. The report 
includes the Class 2 testing included this year compared to the previous phases.

It may be noted that the three phases of assessment have been conducted at different points of time 
in the academic year. The following has to be taken into account while doing a comparison of 
scores across the different phases.  
 
·  For 2006-2007, phase 1 (N1) was in June - nearer to the beginning of the academic year, while 

phase 2 (N2) was in February - closer to end of academic year.  
 
·  As a result of learning happening through the year as well as cognitive growth, N2 is likely to 

show better performance than N1.  
 
·  However, it may not be very valid to compare N2 and N3, as the students in each class are at the 

beginning of that class/year for phase 3 (N3) while students in each class were at the end of that 
class/year for phase 2 (N2).  

 
·  The scores between N2 and N3 are likely to show a downward trend for the above reason. 
 
·  Comparisons can be made between phase 3 (N3) and phase 1 (N1) as the students in each class 

are likely to be of the same mental age in both the phases and the assessments are done at/closer 
to the beginning of the academic year. 

 
·  This being a sample study, it is valid to compare the students from different calendar/academic 

years (i.e., 2006 - 2007 and 2007 - 2008). The improvement is an indication of the students 
learning well in 2006-2007 due to the intervention.   
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Given below is an example of this trend for one data set i.e., Urdu Medium - Maths between the 
three phases of assessment. As explained above, while the scores show upward movement between 
N1 and N3, they show downward movement between N2 and N3. However, what should be 
compared are actually the N1 and N3 scores, as has been covered in the later part of the report.

Note: Since the N2 test was conducted later towards the end of the year, it cannot be compared with the N3 scores - the 
correct comparison is the N1 and N3 scores 
 
Calibrating the N1 and N3 tests: In order to provide absolutely reliable comparisons, even if two 
tests that are designed to be similar, they should be calibrated. For example, the papers N1, N2 and 
N3 are built as pedagogically comparable tests. (A question like 21 + 34 in the N1 test would 
correspond to another question like 52 + 16 in N2 test and 43 + 32 in the N3 test.) To a certain 
extent, it can be assumed that such questions of similar forms - and therefore the papers are of equal 
difficulty. However, it is best to calibrate the tests - by giving the different papers to similar groups 
of students - for example, half of 5-7 sections of students would each get the N1 paper and the other 
half the N3 paper. The overall averages can be used to calibrate the papers and draw more accurate 
conclusions on the relative. 
 
2. Representative-ness of the Sample Tested 
 
The testing in each of the three phases covered 30% sample of students enrolled in all the schools 
under the programme. There has been a considerable increase in the total number of schools covered 
by the programme in 2007-2008. A two stage stratified cluster sampling procedure was followed. 
The schools that were administered the test were then randomly selected after stratification (medium 
and size) by the scientific method of probability- proportional to size (PPS).

It may be observed that student attendance during the test varied from around 74.3% to 78.2% in 
Telugu medium and from 68.7% to 73.2% in Urdu medium. 
 
3. Accuracy of Data 
The data received was in excellent condition, indicating the extreme care and attention given to the 
data entry process. EI’s data cleaning application (software program) reported only 3 errors in the 
total data, which is highly commendable as per international norms.  The top level errors like 
error in school codes, duplication of records etc had 0 % error, while assessment data had an error of 
0.00055 %. Some background checks can also be made by the Naandi field team to understand the 
existence of evaluator error while codes are being assigned by evaluators to the answers. 
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4. Comparison Between Phases 
 
4.1 Overall Findings 
 
As mentioned before, for comparison purposes it is more valid to look at student performance 
between phase 1 (N1) and phase 3 (N3) assessments, as both are done more or less at the beginning 
of the academic year.  
 
Improvements - Statistical Significance: 
 
·  The mean scores of phase 1 and phase 3 for the three classes in Telugu medium and Urdu 

medium were subjected to ‘t’ test for ascertaining the significance of the observed differences.  
 
·  It was found that there is a significant improvement from N1 to N3, in both the mediums, 

in Maths as well as Language (in 9 out 12 - class, subject and medium combinations).  
 
·  The two graphs below show that in most cases, there is an upward trend from N1 to N3.

·  In Maths, while Class 3 Urdu medium students did not show a significant improvement over 

last year students, Class 3 Telugu medium students showed significantly lower performance than 
last year class 3 students. This may mean that class 3 Telugu medium students are starting 
the academic year at a much lower learning level compared to last year students. 
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·  In Language, Class 3 Urdu medium students did not show any significant difference in 

performance compared to last year students. Students of all other classes in both mediums 
showed better performance than last year students.

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4.2 Improvement in the Weak Children 
 

·  A general trend of decrease in the percentage of students scoring / getting less than 5 questions 
right, across the phases was noticed. This general trend is a sign of improvement with an 
upward shift in the scores of the weaker students to better performance.   

 

·  Except for Class 4 Urdu Medium, all class-subjects showed lesser number of students with 
scores below 5 in phase 3 tests.

·  The main effects of class and medium and the two way interaction of medium and class are 

significant. Urdu medium shows higher performance in Maths than Telugu medium. Also, 
higher the class, lower the score. This also implies that the difference in the mediums is higher 
in higher classes than the lower classes.

·  In respect of main test paper score, the main effects of class and medium as also the 2 way 

interaction of class and medium are significant. In Language, performance in Telugu medium 
is better than in Urdu medium in Class 2 & 3, while in Class 4, Urdu medium performance 
is better and there is no difference in the case of class 5.  
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5.2 Trends in Students “Not Attempting” Questions 
 
·  In Language, more students are answering questions as the class level increases, while in 

Maths, the percentage of students not attempting questions is not significantly reducing.

·  In Maths, the trend in Telugu medium and Urdu medium are the same. The percentage of ‘not 

attempted’ students is significantly different in SF, NSF and oral questions, with NSF questions 
recording the highest percentage of not being attempted, followed by SF and the least is in 
the case of oral questions.  The difference in percentage of ‘not attempted’ students across 
classes is not significant, which means that 10-15% of students are left behind in acquisition 
of learning in all classes. 
 

·  In Language, in both mediums, the percentage of ‘not attempted’ students reduces as Class 
level increases. Percentage of ‘not attempted’ students is the same in main test paper and oral 
test, across the classes.  
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5.3 Trends in Common Questions Across Classes and In-explicables 
 
·  A few questions were repeated across the classes with a purpose of cross checking if the 

students have a better understanding of the concepts in higher classes as compared to the lower 
classes. The trend showed that more students are consolidating the concepts of lower classes 
in higher classes. Item 6 and Item 9 above are in-explicable that may need further probing 
in the classroom at class 4.

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5.4 School-wise Comparison 
 
One way ANOVA was carried out to see if there exists significant difference in the scores of the 
different schools and it was observed that there exists significant difference among the schools in 
Maths as well as Language across all the classes. Later, class wise, subject wise and medium wise 
average with their confidence intervals were drawn up for verifying whether the school average is 
significantly higher than (SH), significantly lower than (SL) or equal to this average. The results are 
tabled in the appendix to the report. These tables would help the respective schools to evaluate the 
performance of their schools vis-à-vis the overall performance as also the other schools. The schools 
can see if they are below the overall average, same as or higher than and accordingly plan out the 
approach for improvement with reference to average performers or top performers.

·  The performance in Urdu medium the performance ranges from is 65.0% in Class 2 to 48.3% in 

Class 5, while in Telugu medium the performance ranges from 57.3% in Class 2 to 37.8% in 
Class 5 

 
·  Urdu medium performance is significantly higher than Telugu medium in classes 2 to 5 

(11.8%, 18.0%, 24.1% and 21.8% respectively). The difference between the mediums is higher 
in higher classes (Class 4 & 5) than the lower classes (Class 2 &3).  

 
·  The performance in straight forward questions is higher than in not straight forward 

questions as expected.  
 
·  The percentage of not attempted students is higher in NSF questions than SF.

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6.2. Class-wise Learnings – Maths 
 
Class 2 Urdu Medium 
 
·  The overall performance in Maths is good with students in class 2 scoring 65%. 
 
·  Students are doing well on mechanical skills such as counting, recognizing numbers and 

small/big objects which appear to be the easiest questions in main test paper  (Q.3, “Count the 
cups and write” 93.4%) and in individual oral paper (students asked to read the 5/7/9 number 
written on the paper -95.1% )  

 
·  Students were seen to do comparatively well in straightforward items that require mechanical 

responses compared to questions that require deeper thought and application. 72.9% 
performance was observed in straight forward questions and 57.2% performance was seen in 
non-straight forward questions. 

 
·  The most difficult question for the students was found to be the volumetric estimation question 

(Q.18, “Tick the vessel which has more water) with 30.5% score. This indicates that the students 
are low on the ability to estimate volume measure. 

 
·  Performance in familiar procedural questions is good but when this is slightly (incrementally) 

made difficult by testing the concepts a bit deeper, fewer students are able to do it correctly. For 
e.g. while 81.5% could do 4 + 5 (vertical), only 50.0% could do Q.12 –“73 + 7= ___ 
(horizontal)” . Different performance has been seen in addition with carryover and without 
carryover.  

 
·  Students were seen to do well simple vertical addition [Q11, “4 + 5= ___” – 81.5%] compared to 

simple vertical subtraction [Q 15, “9-3 = ___” – 62.2%]. 
 
·  Question involving simple addition and comparison but put across in an indirect way has got 

low response [Q14 – 33.5%]  
 
Class 3 Urdu Medium 
 
·  The overall performance in Maths is average with students in class 3 scoring 59.9%. 

·  Students have shown better performance on skills like number relation, pre-math & counting, 
addition and subtraction (vertical), identifying the shape in given pattern. They have not 
performed well in addition & subtraction (horizontal) and estimation i.e., they are not 
developing competencies required of their class level. Performance in addition / subtraction 
problems with and without carry over is different. 

 
·  Students were seen to do comparatively well in straightforward items that require mechanical 

responses compared to questions that require deeper thought and application. 62.6% 
performance was observed in straight forward questions and 57.3% performance was seen in 
non-straight forward questions. 
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·  Similar to class 2, performance in familiar procedural questions is good but when this is slightly 

(incrementally) made difficult by testing the concepts a bit deeper, fewer students are able to do 
it correctly. For e.g. while 84.4% could do 12 + 27 (vertical), only 43.5% could do Q12 –“73 + 
37 (horizontal)”.   

 
·  The most difficult question for the students was found to be the counting question (Q.1, “Tick 

the box which has more balls) with 20.8% score.  The second lowest performance was in Q.8 “3 
ones + 7 tens = ____” with 34.1% getting it correct, indicating lower awareness on number place 
value.  

 
·  Performance in problems involving number less than, more than, between has been average [Q5 

– 55% & Q6 – 59.3%]. 
 
·  Response to counting with various complexities is different. Simplest counting [Q3 – 94.7%], 

two stage counting with mixed entities, but asked to indicate which is more has a lower response 
[Q1 –20.8%, 72.6% have opted option B with 3 balls and 6 bats in right box] and 3 stage 
counting with mixed entities but asked to answer as the exact number is comparatively better 
[Q4 – 86.1%].  

 
·  Word problem involving simple addition is more difficult than number problem [Q 17 – 77.4%] 

and word problem involving subtraction is even more difficult [Q18 – 57%]. 
 
·  A response of 58.1% for Q 14 [what is 74-0?] shows that a proper understanding of zero and 

subtraction is missing. 
 
Class 4 Urdu Medium 
 
·  The overall performance in Maths is average with students in class 4 scoring 51.2%. 

·  Students are not picking up age appropriate competencies such as addition and subtraction, 
writing the missing numbers, place values, single digit multiplication and division, clock reading 
and measurement. Students are basically good at recognizing geometrical figures. 

 
·   Students were seen to do comparatively well in straightforward items that require mechanical 

responses compared to questions that require deeper thought and application. 57.6% 
performance was observed in straight forward questions and 44.8% performance was seen in 
non-straight forward questions. 

 
·  The most difficult question for the students was found to be the measurement question (Q.16, 

“Arrange from longest to shortest: 1cm, 1m, 1km, 1mm) with 13.8% score and 32.0% students 
have not attempted the question.  

 
·  Surprisingly children found difficulty in reading clock time. It appeared as one of the difficult 

questions with a score of 35.3% compared to earlier rounds (June’06- 87.9%; Feb’07 – 86.8 %). 
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In the present round, the students were required to read the hour as also the minutes and perhaps 
that is where they found the difficulty. ( N1 – 8.00 o’clock, N2 – 7.00 o’clock & N3 – 7.45) 

·  The best performance was in Q.21, “How many black squares are there on this board” with 
85.1% score. Children must have counted the black square instead of multiplying. 

 
·  The Performance on identifying the exactly matching figure was found good at 75.1% [Q17, 

“Which shape below can be got by turning this one? Tick it”] while lower performance was seen 
in identifying the figure by name which shows lack of awareness about the names of geometrical 
figures. [Q.18, “put a tick mark inside the square” 54.8%].   

 
·  Horizontal 2 digit addition [Q5 - 65.9%] is more difficult than 3 digit vertical addition [Q6- 

72.9].  
 
·  It is very surprising to note that Q8 [what is 456-43?] and Q9 [345-50] vertical subtraction, have 

the same performance at 41% and 40.9%. Perhaps the difficulty of horizontal subtraction in Q8 
is offset by the difficulty of carry over in Q9. This is not so in Telugu medium.  

 
·  Q 13 and Q14 in essence involve similar division operation. Q13 [45 divided by 5] has 38.4%, 

while the word problem represented pictorially in Q14 perhaps made the difference, getting a 
percentage of 57.2%. 

 
·  Horizontal addition Q5 [46+46] has 65.9%, while exactly the same addition put as a word 

problem has 52.1%[Q19]  
 
Class 5 Urdu Medium 
 
·  The overall performance in Maths is below average with students in class 5 scoring 48.3%. 
 
·  Students were seen to do comparatively well in straightforward items that require mechanical 

responses compared to questions that require deeper thought and application. 55.2% 
performance was observed in straight forward questions and 41.5% performance was seen in 
non-straight forward questions. 

 
·  The best performance was seen in Q.24 (repeat question of class 4), “How many black squares 

are there on this board?” with score 90.8%. The lowest performance was seen in Q.8, “Fill the 
missing number 6 x 3 = 20 - ___” with students scoring 25.0%.  

 
·  Performance in vertical subtraction [Q5 – 64.4%] is better than horizontal subtraction [Q6 – 

41.1%].  
 
·  Multiplication problems are associated with difficulty depending on the complexity. 2 and single  

digit multiplication [Q11] has a score of 77.8%, while there is a drastic reduction in 2 and 3 digit 
multiplication [Q12 – 23%]  
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·  Question involving comparison of fractions has a high level of difficulty [= Q15 – 30.1%], while 
in a similar question involving fraction, but pictorially represented, the students are able to 
understand better [Q16 – 57.6%]. 

 
·  The low performance has been observed in conversion from Gram to kg [Q17 = 48.6%] 
 
Class 2 Telugu Medium 
 
·  The overall performance in Maths is average with students of class 2 scoring 57.30%.  
 
·  Students are doing well on mechanical skills such as counting, recognizing numbers and 

small/big objects which appear to be the easiest questions in main test paper  (Q.1, “Tick the 
biggest round” 88.9%) and in individual oral paper (students asked to read the 5/7/9 number 
written on the paper -96.1% )  

 
·  Students were seen to do comparatively well in straightforward items that require mechanical 

responses compared to questions that require deeper thought and application. 65.3% 
performance was observed in straight forward questions and 49.4% performance was seen in 
non-straight forward questions. 

 
·  The most difficult question for the students was found to be the volumetric estimation question 

(Q.18, “Tick the vessel which has more water) with 26.5% score.  This indicates that the 
students are low on the ability to estimate volume measure. 

 
·  Performance in familiar procedural questions is good but when this is slightly (incrementally) 

made difficult by testing the concepts a bit deeper, fewer students are able to do it correctly. For 
e.g. while 74.6% could do 4 + 5 (vertical), only 39.8% could do Q.12 –“73 + 7= 
_____(horizontal)”.  

 
·  Students seem to have difficulty in identifying the number values. Low performance is seen in 

Q.8, “Tick the smallest number: 71, 29, 43, 30 - 45.4%.  
 
·  Students found single digit addition easier than 2 digit addition, which is easier than addition 

with carryover. Vertical single digit addition is good [Q11 – 74.6%], vertical two digit addition 
without carry over is difficult [Q13 – 54%] and addition with carry over is even more difficult 
[Q12 – 39.8%].  

 
·  Simple vertical subtraction [Q15 – 52.5%] is difficult compared to simple vertical addition [Q11 

– 74.6%], while horizontal subtraction is even more difficult [Q10- 46.7%].  
 
·  Q14 has a low response of 28.3%, though it involves simple addition and comparison, but 

slightly twisted. 
 
Class 3 Telugu Medium 
 
·  The overall performance in Maths is average with students in class 3 scoring 49.1%. 
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·  Students have shown better performance on skills like number relation, pre-math & counting, 
addition & subtraction (vertical) and identifying the shape in given pattern.. They have not 
performed well in addition & subtraction (horizontal) and estimation i.e., they are not 
developing competencies required of their class level. 

 
·  Students were seen to do comparatively well in straightforward items that require mechanical 

responses compared to questions that require deeper thought and application. 56.0% 
performance was observed in straight forward questions and 42.3% performance was seen in 
non-straight forward questions. 

 
·  As similar to Urdu medium, performance in familiar procedural questions is good but when this 

is slightly (incrementally) made difficult by testing the concepts a bit deeper, fewer students are 
able to do it correctly. For e.g. while 79.5% could do 12 + 27 (vertical), while only 29.3% could 
do Q12 –“73 + 37 (horizontal)”.   

 
·  The most difficult question for the students was found to be the multiplication question (Q.19, 

“How many sweet biscuits are there below”) with 12.0% score.  The second lowest performance 
was in Q.8 “3 ones + 7 tens = ____” with 19.1% getting it correct, implying low awareness 
regarding number place value.  

 
·  Response to counting with various complexities is different. Simplest counting [Q3 – 92.4%], 

two stage counting with mixed entities, but asked to indicate which is more has a lower response 
[Q1 – 51.2%] and 3 stage counting with mixed entities but asked to answer as the exact number 
is even lower (unlike Urdu medium) [Q4 – 44.7%]. 

 
·  Two digit addition without carry over is good [Q9 – 79.5%], while with carry over is not so 

good [Q10 57.6%]. Horizontal addition with carry over in unit place [Q11 – 46.1%] is difficult 
and carry over in unit and tens place is among the most difficult [Q12 – 29.3%]. 

 
·  Two digit vertical subtraction without carry over is also not easy [Q13 – 63.7%] and with carry 

over is further difficult [Q15 – 38.9%] and so is horizontal subtraction [Q16 – 35.8%]. 
 
·  Word problem involving simple addition is only marginally more difficult than number problem 

[Q17 – 72.8% & Q9 - 79.5%], and word problem involving subtraction is more difficult [Q 18 – 
33.3%]. 

 
·  A response of 55.7% for Q 14 [what is 74-0?] shows that a proper understanding of the concept 

of zero and subtraction is missing. 
 
Class 4 Telugu Medium 
 
·  The overall performance in Maths is below average with students in class 4 scoring 38.9%. 
 
·  Students are not picking up age appropriate competencies such as addition and subtraction, 

writing the missing numbers, place values, single digit multiplication and division, clock reading 
and measurement. Students are basically good at recognizing geometrical figures. 
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·  Students were seen to do comparatively well in straightforward items that require mechanical 

responses compared to questions that require deeper thought and application. 47.3% 
performance was observed in straight forward questions and 30.4% performance was seen in 
non-straight forward questions. 

 
·  Similar to Urdu medium, the most difficult question for the students was found to be the 

measurement question (Q.16, “Arrange from longest to shortest: 1cm, 1m, 1km, 1mm) with 
4.0% score.  

 
·  Surprisingly children found difficulty in reading clock time. It appeared as one of the difficult 

questions with a score of 7.9% compared to earlier rounds (June’06- 51%; Feb’07 – 63.4 %). In 
the present round, the students were required to read the hour as also the minutes and perhaps 
that is where they found it difficult. ( N1 – 8.00 o’clock, N2 – 7.00 o’clock & N3 – 7.45) 

 
·  The best performance was in Q.21, “How many black squares are there on this board” with 

75.9% score. Children must have counted the black squares instead of multiplying. 
 
·  The Performance on identifying the exactly matching figure was found good at 63.9% [Q 17, 

“Which shape below can be got by turning this one? Tick it”] while a lower performance was 
seen in identifying the figure by name which shows lack of awareness about the names of 
geometrical figures. [Q.18, “put a tick mark inside the square” 55.3%].   

 
·  Number place value concept is very low [Q2 – 11%].  
 
·  Horizontal two digit addition [Q5 - 58.9%] is more difficult than 3 digit vertical addition [Q6 – 

73.3%].  
 
·  Q8 [What is 456-43?] has lower response (34.3%) than Q9 [345-50] vertical subtraction 

(42.6%), unlike in Urdu medium, where both have similar response.  
 
·  Performance in multiplication [Q11 – 25.6%] and division [Q13 – 27%] problems is low.  
 
·  Q 13 and Q14 in essence involve similar division operation. Q13 [45 divided by 5] has 27%, 

while the word problem represented pictorially in Q14 [18 divided by 3] perhaps made the 
difference, getting a percentage of 45.5%.  

 
·  Horizontal addition Q5 [46+46] has 58.9%, while exactly the same addition put as a word 

problem has 36.2% [Q19] indicating difficulty in interpreting a word problem.  
 
Class 5 Telugu Medium 
 
·  The overall performance in Maths is below average with students in class 5 scoring 37.8%. 
 
·  Students were seen to do comparatively well in straightforward items that require mechanical 

responses compared to questions that require deeper thought and application. 41.8% 
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performance was observed in straight forward questions and 33.8% performance was seen in 
non-straight forward questions. 

 
·  Similar to Urdu medium, the best performance was seen in Q.24 (repeat question of class 4), 

“How many black squares are there on this board?” with a score of 86.8%. The lowest 
performance was seen in Q.1, “Which is the largest even number which can be made using the 
digits 3, 7 and 8?” with students scoring 8.7%.  

 
·  Vertical subtraction is better [Q5 – 65.5%] than horizontal subtraction [Q6 – 37.4%].  
 
·  There is a vast difference in the performance with two into single digit multiplication [Q11 – 

73.1%] and 3 into 2 digit multiplication [Q12 – 26.3%].  
 
·  The difficulty with division is also evident [Q13 – 45.3% & Q14 – 38.8%]  
 
·  Comparison of fractions has great difficulty [Q15 – 13.7%], while fraction pictorially 

represented is better understood. [Q16 – 30.8%]  
 
·  Conversion from Grams to Kilogram is difficult [Q17 – 23.9%]. 
 
·  Word problem involving division has low response [Q22 – 21.7%].

score increases with increasing class level. 
 
·  Reading sentences and comprehension of stories that goes beyond stated facts, spellings 

and understandings words denoting action and feelings continue to be difficult for 
students.

·  About half the number of students is not able to write a complete, grammatically correct 

sentence with appropriate meaning that is connected to the given picture, though there seems to 
be some improvement compared to last year students.  
 

7.2 Class-wise Learnings - Language 
 

Class 2 Urdu Medium 
 

·  The overall performance in Language is average at 60.3%. 
 

·  Class 2 students are able to read and comprehend words and identify pictures, with performance 
ranging from 54.0% to 73.3% [Q.7 to 9].  
 

·  The best performance is in Q.1, “Copy the word in the space given <2 letter simple word 
without matra>” with student scoring 87.4%. 
 

·  Students have problems in spellings as could be seen in dictation items, which have the highest 
number of wrong answers and students not attempting questions. Q.14 involving word dictation 
was found to be the most difficult question with performance at 25.3%. 

 
Class 3 Urdu Medium 

 
·  The overall performance in class 3 is average at 54.2%. 

 
·  Students are able to read and understand words and sentence (Q.1-2 performance 85.1 % - 

88.6%). Ability to form sentence from a given picture is tested in Q.3, which has a performance 
of 54.4%. 
 

·  Students read and comprehend sentences fairly well (Q.7-78.2%).   
 

·  Students do not seem to know the correct words for objects, animals, vegetables, etc. Low 
performance has been seen in Q. 8, 9, 10 at 38.2%, 49.8% and 39.2% respectively, much lower 
than in TM.  
 

·  Students find writing words and sentences independently or by dictation, difficult with scores of 
23.9% to 35.7%. 
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Class 4 Urdu Medium 
 

·  The overall performance in Language is good at 61.9%. 
 

·  Students are able to read and understand words associated with pictures. The best performance 
has been in Q.1-3 with scores ranging from 75.1% - 93.6%.  
 

·  Children seem to find difficulty in identifying the objects, animals, places and vegetables etc. 
(35.5% to 73.5% scores have been recorded.) 
 

·  Students also found it difficult to write a sentence on their own for a given picture (Q.9 -33.6%). 
The low performance was also seen in writing a dictated word and sentence (43.6% to 55.3% 
performance have been recorded), the lowest for sentence dictation. 
 

·  In the comprehension of the picture story read out to them, the performance ranged from 33.9% 
to 81.8%. The lowest performance was in Q14 “Ragini and Shalini are______?” (33.9%). They 
were better off in answering questions related to clearly spelt out information (Q 15 to 18 – 
71.4% to 81.8%), while answering about something not directly spelt out in the story was 
difficult at 35.5%.  
 

·  Ability to fill up the missing word (verb) in a sentence is also reasonably good at 63.7% (Q4).  
 

·  Awareness about days of the week and sentence comprehension seem to be less [Q5 57.7%] 
 
Class 5 Urdu Medium 

 
·  The overall performance in Language is good at 64.6%. 

 
·  Students at this level seem to know to read as well as write simple words. 78.2% to 94.5% 

performance has been recorded in Q. 1-3. Awareness about the meaning of a given word seems 
satisfactory at 61.7% [Q5] 
 

·  Students find it difficult to read and comprehend the sentences (Q.6 – 46.2%, Q7-54.6%). 
 

·  Students are able to identify the objects, animal, places and vegetables etc (58.0% to 82.2% 
performance has been recorded). 
 

·  Students have difficulty in spellings for complex words and in sentence dictation. 36.2% to 
53.6% performance has been recorded. 
 

·  In the comprehension of the picture story read out to them, the performance ranged from 57.7% 
to 85.4%. Very direct question (questions related to clearly spelt out information) has 85.4%, 
less direct ones (answering about something not directly spelt out)  have 60.3% and 57.7% and 
conclusion of the story has 70%. 
 

·  The ability to write a sentence about a given picture is average at 50.6%. 
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Class 2 Telugu Medium 

 
·  The overall performance in Language is good at 62.8%. 

 
·  Class 2 students are able to read and comprehend words and identify pictures, with performance 

ranging from 59.2% to 71.9%. 
 

·  The students are able to read and copy the words correctly. The best performance was in Q.1, 
“Copy the word in the space given <2 letter simple word without matra>” with students scoring 
90.2%. 
 

·  Students have found it difficult to identify the first letter of the object in the given picture (Q.4 – 
41.9%, Q.5 45.7%). 
 

·  Students have problems in spelling as could be seen in dictation items, which have the highest 
number of wrong answers and students not attempting questions. Q.14 involving word dictation 
was found to be the most difficult question for the students with performance at 32.8%. 

 
Class 3 Telugu Medium 

 
·  The overall performance in class 3 is good at 65.8%. 

 
·  Students are able to read and understand words (Q1-2 performance 74.6% - 76.2%). Ability to 

form sentence from given picture is tested in Q 3, which has a performance of 59.1%. 
 

·  53.3% performance is seen in reading and comprehending sentence.    
 

·  Students seem to know the correct words for objects, animals, vegetables, etc fairly well.  Good 
performance is seen in Q. 8, 9 & 10 at 79.8%, 84.0% and 70.0% respectively. [Q8 (identifying 
Deepam) in Urdu medium has 38.2%] 
 

·  Students find it difficult to write words and sentences independently by dictation, with scores of 
30.3% to 64.0%, the lowest being sentence dictation. 

 
Class 4 Telugu Medium 

 
·  The overall performance in Language is average at 55.5%. 

 
·  Students are able to read and understand words from the pictures and the performance ranges 

from 42.9% to 84.7%. Best performance has been in Q.3 -84.7%. The low score for Q2 at 42.9% 
is perhaps because 25.3% of the students mistook the flute for mouth organ. 
 

·  Compared to Urdu medium, children seem to know the correct words for objects, animals, 
places and vegetables etc. (78.8% to 84.3% performances have been recorded.) Identification of 
ant was a problem in Urdu medium (35.8%), while 82.7% have got it right in Telugu medium. 
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·  Filling up of missing word (verb) in a sentence is good at 61.6%. 

 
·  Students also found it difficult to write a sentence on their own for a given picture. The lowest 

performance has been in Q.9 -26.0%  and 29.5% of the students have not attempted this 
question.  
 

·  Awareness about the days of the week and sentence comprehension is quite low at 29.9% [Q5]. 
 

·  Low performance has also been in writing the dictated words and sentences. The performance 
ranges from 31.6% to 45.6%, the lowest being sentence dictation. 
 

·  In the comprehension of the picture story read out to them, the performance ranged from 28.9% 
to 66.8%. The second lowest performance was in Q14 “Ragini and Shalini are______?” 
(28.9%). Questions about spelt out information have a higher performance (65.1%, 62.4% & 
66.8%), while implied information has 28.9%. The conclusion of the story has a response of 
49.6%. (Urdu medium has 71.4%).  

 
Class 5 Telugu Medium 

 
·  The overall performance in Language is good at 65.4%. 

 
·  Students at this level seem to know to read as well as write simple words. 84.1% to 92.0% 

performance has been recorded in Q. 1-3. Formation of sentence from picture is also good at 
87.7% [Q3] 
 

·  Similar to Urdu medium, students found it difficult to read and comprehend the sentences (Q4 – 
48.5%, Q.6 – 44.2% Q7-53.3%). 
 

·  Students are able to identify the objects, animal, places and vegetables etc (83.8% to 88.8% 
performance is recorded). Word meaning awareness is also good [Q5 – 77.3%] 
 

·  Students are able to write simple words fairly well but find difficulty in spellings for complex 
words and in sentence dictation. 47.5% to 71.6% performance has been recorded, the lowest 
being for sentence dictation. 
 

·  Students are able to write a sentence on their own for a given picture. 50.8% performance has 
been recorded.  
 

·  In the comprehension of the picture story read out to them, the performance ranged from 25.2% 
to 81.6%. The lowest performance has been in Q.9, “Why did Saleem send Imran with Ali? 
(25.2%, while 56% of the students said – to play with toys).” Here again, very direct questions 
have a high score than less direct questions. 
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8. Specific Recommendations - Going Ahead 
 

 
Testing for calibration between N1 and N3 as mentioned earlier in the report. 
 
Use of the Diagnostic Report given along with this report by teachers and resource 
persons to enable teachers use the existing tests to understand classroom teaching and 
assessment 
 
The initial videos from the student interviews already started in Hyderabad are revealing 
very good insights about student learning and will act as an enabler for teachers to 
understand student thinking and misconceptions. It could be practiced by teachers in their 
own classrooms to further understand student strength and weakness in the concepts. 
 
Maths needs more focus as students are moving up to higher classes.  Students seem to be 
lagging behind in the mechanical and straightforward competencies in higher classes, 
which are easily addressed by the average teacher. 
 
Writing skills needs to be focused, and is not being covered to a great extent in the 
testing. There is a risk of drop in those skills.
